Activity 1: The Thesis explained

Think of your thesis as the driver of a bus full of ideas. The driver decides which way 
to get to a certain point, when you will arrive there and what you will need in order 
to get there in the time allowed. If you have a bad driver, the trip is probably not 
going to go well. On the other hand, a good driver gets you where you are going 
safely, comfortably and efficiently. This may be a simple metaphor but it can help you 
keep in mind the importance and purpose of a good thesis. Like determining a good 
route to a destination, good thesis creation involves planning well before the actual 
paper or trip is undertaken. In the planning stage of writing, you may think through 
any number of different ideas before settling on one you really want to pursue. Once 
you decide on a focus or thesis, you may find you need to revise it a good bit. While 
you should always be aware that your thesis or position on a topic may change 
depending on what you discover about your topic in later stages of the composing
